Acceptable donations: Items unacceptable for donation:

e Popular fiction » Encyclopedias and textbooks

e Maryland and Anne Arundel County history e Audio-visual materials or software

« New non-fiction (published within the last 3 years) e Items containing outdated information

e Award winners e Magazines (including National Geographic)

e Children’s books e Items in poor physical condition, for example:

broken spine, moldy, water damaged,
mildewed, missing or yellowed pages, etc.
